3. Please charge the battery under normal
temperature conditions. Please charge after the
hot battery is cooled.

Direction for use

1. Lithium ion battery

When removing the battery, press the buttons on
both sides of the battery while pulling the battery
out of the tool.

Always turn off the power and remove the battery
before adjusting or checking the machine functions.
When installing the battery, align the battery in the
front-rear direction with the groove on the cover,
then push it into place until the battery is locked
and clicks.

This unit is equipped with a battery protection
system. The system automatically cuts off power
to extend battery life.

During operation, the tool may stop running
when the battery is overheated or the battery
power is too low. In this case, the battery
should be cooled and charged in time.

2. sharpen
When using the new machine, first start the
machine, and when the
blade rotates, press the
sharpening button
down to sharpen the
knife for 10 seconds to
make the blade.
sharper!

3.Fuel filler (oil cup)
Regularly add grease to the turbine from the
Fuel filler to increase the service life!

4. Safety switch and start-stop switch
When the safety switch is in the OFF
state, do not trigger the start/stop switch,
otherwise it may be damaged.To start the
unit, first turn the safety switch to ON,
then press the start and stop switch to
start the machine. Always stop the safety
switch when you stop working!

5. Replace the blade

Remove the blade cap and blade with
the original special wrench.Tighten
the blade cap to secure the blade with
a wrench, make sure the surface with
words upside to make the blade flat.
